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Can my dog or cat become infected
with West Nile Virus? This has be-
come acommonly asked question in
veterinary medicine. The answer is
yes, but the risk of becoming infected
is extremely low. West
Nileisavirusthat is

transmitted by mosqui-

toes that become carri-

ers after biting an in-

fected wild bird. The

mosquito can then transmit the virus
when biting your dog or cat. There has
been no evidence that the West Nile
virus can be directly transmitted be-
tween dogs and cats or between ani-
mals and humans.
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Even if adog or cat becomes infected
with West Nile virus, most do not ap-
pear to suffer clinical illness. Experi-
mentally infected dogs showed no
symptoms

after infection =veN if @ dog or cat becomes
infected with West Nile virus,

with WNV.

Someinfected most do not appear to suffer
clinical illness.

cats exhibited
mild, nonspe-
cific symp-
toms during the first week after infec-
tion—for the most part only showing a
dight fever and dlight lethargy. Itis
unlikely that most pet owners would
notice any unusual symptoms or behav-
ior in cats or dogs that become infected
with WNV. If you think your pet isill,
please visit your vet-
erinarian promptly.
Pets can devel op neu-
rologic diseases from
many other causes,
and these should be
ruled out before test-
ing for West Nile virus
is considered.

To help protect your
pet, there are several

ideas that will help reduce the risk of
thisdisease. Eliminate standing water
from any receptaclesin which mosqui-
toes might breed. If you take your pet
onwalks, try to avoid this
type of outdoor activity
around dusk and dawn as
these are the times of the day
when mosquitoes are most
active. Check the integrity of
screens around your home,
porch, and patio. Advantix is a new
once-a-month fleaftick preventative for
dogs that has been reported to help re-
pel mosquitoes. DEET-based repel-
lants are NOT recommended for use on
your pet. Check with your veterinarian
for appropriate mosquito repellants for
your pet.

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WAIT!!! Please read this before you
even think about declawing kitty. First
ask yourself, why am | doing this? Isit
for the health of your kitty, or to save
some furniture that is going to go out of
stylein afew years anyway? Declaw-
ing is pretty much an American thing
done out of convenience. In Europe it
isconsidered illegal, not to mention
“unnecessary mutilation.”

There are some very important facts to
consider before making this decision. It
is a serious and dangerous surgery; this
isnot amanicure. Your cat’s claws are
not like our toenails, they are closely
adhered to the bone and to remove the
claw isremoving the last bone in your
cat’'spaw. It isavery painful surgery,
with along painful recovery period,
and since cats can’t use crutches they
are left to recuperate in pain while till
needing to walk, eat and use the litter
box. A cat’s body is of perfect design
with an agility, grace and beauty that is
unique to only felines.

Declawing can dramatically affect your
cat’s personality. Kitty can become
hostile to people and turn to biting as a
defense mechanism. They can also de-
velop an aversion to their litter box be-
cause of the painful recovery period
and the association of scratching in the
litter box to pain. This can lead to soil-
ing in more comfortable placesin the
house. These habits can be hard to
break, and may lead to you breaking
the relationship with kitty by tossing
her outside, or dropping her off at the

nearest shelter.

Scratching is a natural behavior and
you can’t keep your cat from doing it,
so why not spend the money buying a
scratching post? Thisis alot cheaper
and healthier for your cat than declaw-
ing. Cats scratch because they are
marking their territory, for exercise,
and the sheer pleasure of how good it
feels. Provide kitty with an appropriate
scratching post, in alocation that kitty
hangs out in. Make sure it istall
enough to have kitty be able to stretch
the cats full body length up the post to
scratch,

and it must

be stablein

order not

to turn

over. The

most pre-

ferred

scratching

materid is

sisal, car-

petisfine

too but

most cats liketo really dig into sisal.
Rub alittle catnip on the post to get
kitty interested, or play with toys on
and near the post, but don’t force kitty
to use the post or al your efforts may
backfire. Most important make it the
catsidea, cats do not like to be told

what to do. Otherwise, you wouldn’'t be

having this problem, and would have a
dog. Also, onceit isgood and broken
indon’t tossit out to buy another one,
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thisoneislike an old pair of shoes that
feel so good, and kitty hasit all broken
injust for her.
Keith and Renee Smalley had these
same issues, to declaw or not to de-
claw, they did their homework and
started building cat trees. Isn’t it funny
how those small business ideas seem to
spring up out of everyday issues? They
sell their cat treesin Canton and the
Tyler Trade Days and have been get-
ting a welcomed response in the com-
munity.
