Guidelines “ Fur”  A Successful Walk 
      
Walkers under 18 must be accompanied by 
an adult. 
 
·  Participating dogs MUST be wearing 

up-to date identifica-
tion.  

·  Your dog must be 
leashed and under your 
control at all times 
during the event. No 
retractable (flexi-) 
leashes please. (not 
sure your pooch would 
walk well in public? 
You can help your dog 
learn to walk without 
lunging or pulling on 
the leash, and pick up 
lots of other 
“petiquette”  tips, too.) 

·  Female dogs in heat will have to wait 
till another dog walk event! 

·  Please bring only dogs that enjoy the 
company of other dogs and people, 
and those which are not aggressive. 
Only dogs that have never bitten any-
one may participate. 

·  Wear comfortable Shoes! Both you 

and your dog should train before the 
event by walking and exercising 
together, and plan to employ good 
walking techniques and safety prac-
tices at the event. You must walk 
only the length of the course that 

you and your canine friend 
are in adequate physical 
condition to walk. 
·  Special permission 
must be requested to bring 
more than one dog per 
adult walker. 
·  You should already 
be taking precautions 
against fleas & ticks as the 
walk takes place along a 
wooded trail. 
·  No need to pack water 
for you or your pooch, or 
the bags that responsible 
dog owners use to pick up 

after their dogs - - they will be pro-
vided for you at the event. 

·  In the event your veterinarian’s of-
fice is not open on Saturday, and 
your dog needs immediate care, we 
will provide a listing with directions 
& contact information for the emer-
gency clinic closest to the park.

She was huddled in the corner of the 
kennel 19- eyes down, body trembling. 
Each time I approached her to go out for 
exercise she laid down. I knew then she 
was speaking to my heart. Daisy, a  
mixed terrier came with little history 
known other than  scar on her side, and 
her visible distress.  
Many sce-
narios could 
be pondered.  
Perhaps she 
could have 
been found 
as a stray by 
a good Sa-
maritans; or 
surrendered 
due to a 
owners se-
vere illness 
or other fam-
ily tragedy; 
separated 
from her 
owner and 
not bearing a dog tag; or discarded by 
someone who realized a little too late 
that taking an animal into their home is 

an incredible responsibility that can 
span up to two decades. Each day the 
shelter staff replays this heart-
wrenching scene over and over. 
Those of us working or volunteering 
with the Humane Society of Smith 
County often hear questions or com-
ments such as “You are a no-kill shel-
ter, aren’ t you? Surely you don’ t eutha-
nize animals?  This illicit many emo-

tions including sadness, anger and 
frustration. The question remains 
to those who ask “What are doing 
to change the situation?”  
It starts with two baby steps, 
really. As an animal lover you can 
make certain that every animal in 
your household is 
spayed or neu-
tered. And has a 
current ID tag 
with contact infor-
mation. (It is 
amazing at the 
number of dedi-
cated animal lov-
ers that think a 
collar and ID is 
not warranted 
because they have 
a fence or an in-
door pet). These 
two tasks can 
make sure their 
beloved pet does 
not contribute to

INTRODUCING NEW PETS TO 
YOUR HOUSEHOLD 
 
It would be nice if all it took to intro-
duce your new pet to your resident pet 
were a brief handshake and a couple of 
“Hello, my name is …” Unfortunately, 
it is not quite that simple.  Some pets 
will merely tolerate each other.  Some 
will become great buddies.  To help 
this transition along, here are a few tips 
for introducing a new pet into 
your home. 
 
*Always supervise your pets 

until you are absolutely sure they get 
along.  Until then, separate your pets by 
confining at least one of them to its 
own room.  This will allow them to get 
used to each other’s smell and identity 
without a face-to-face confrontation.  
Allow them to interact with each other 
only under your supervision. 
 
* Introduce your pets indoors in a con-
trolled situation.  Keep dogs on a leash.    

Do not allow a 
dog to chase 
or corner a 
cat—even if 
it’s out of 

playfulness or curios-
ity. 
 
*When introducing a 
cat to a dog, do NOT 
hold the cat in your 
arms.  A frightened or 
nervous cat may 
scratch or bite. 
 

*Allow your new pet to familiarize 
itself with its new home.   Temporarily 
confine existing pets to a room to give 
your new pet a chance to feel more 
comfortable with its surroundings. 
 
*Give your pets separate food and wa-
ter bowls.  If you are introducing cats, 
also provide separate litter boxes.  Feed 
your new and existing pets in different 
locations. 
 
*Give them time.  Do not try to force 
your pets together; allow them to adjust 
at their own pace.  Give all your pets 
time to gain confidence and decide to 
face his or her new housemate. 
 
*Give treats when introducing new pets 
to allow a positive reinforcement for 
good behavior.  You 
want the existing pets to 
see the new pet as a posi-
tive thing so praise them 
for nice behavior toward 
the new pet.

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A year ago, it was still a dream for the 
Humane Society of Smith County to 
open a low cost spay/neuter clinic.  
That dream became a reality in January 
of 2004 when Trinity Mother Frances 
Health Systems donated a building to 
the Humane Society of Smith County 
and the Smith County Low Cost Spay/
Neuter Clinic was opened. According 
to clinic information, over 2,000 dogs 
and cats have been surgically altered at 
the clinic since opening in January.  
One solution to the pet overpopulation 
problem is to spay and neuter all com-
panion animals – please do your part.

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In the summer of 2004, Kimi and 
Mimi, two female Chihuahuas, were 
brought to the Humane Society’s ani-
mal shelter when their owner became 
ill.  It became obvious that these two 
little dogs were very bonded and 
would not do well if separated, but 
it’s often challenging to adopt 2 dogs 
together.  It became our mission to 
find just the right home for Kimi and 
Mimi together.  After being unsuc-
cessful in placing them at our shelter, 
a Chihuahua rescue 
organization in Vir-
ginia was contacted 
in hopes they could 
take Kimi and Mimi 
and find them that 
forever home. 
It was love at first 
sight when Chihuahua rescue person 
Rachel Carmichael received the pho-
tographs of Kimi and Mimi via the 
internet.  Rachel immediately ex-
pressed a desire to adopt Kimi and 
Mimi herself.  Wonderful – but how 
do we get them to Virginia?  We con-

tacted several long haul trucking compa-
nies but they were unable to lend assis-
tance.  We attempted to put a transport 
group together to drive 
them to Virginia – usu-
ally several volunteers 
along the route from 
Tyler to Alexandria, Vir-
ginia would drive a por-
tion of the trip – but that 
failed, too.  It became 

obvious the only way 
to get Kimi and Mimi 
to Virginia was to fly 
them there.  For those 
of you who have 
never flown pets – 
it’s challenging due 
to the hot and cold 
temperatures at the 

departing and arrival points – especially 
in the hot summer time. Planes departing 
from the Tyler airport allow only 2 pets 
per flight – which proved to be another 
challenge.  Departing flights during the 
summer months leave between 6:50 am 
and 8:50 am which required shelter per-

puppies?  If no one bought their puppies 
they would not be able to stay in busi-
ness and continue these practices.   
Not everyone who sells animals at the 
trade days are puppy mill breeders.  
However, we are saying that you need to 
be very careful about with whom you 
deal.  Making an impulse buy at the flea 
market and taking home a puppy, kitten, 
bird, or other animal that will be with 
you for many years to come is not good.  
Animals in our homes should be mem-
bers of our family.  It takes some thought 
and planning before you bring home that 
new baby.  You should be well informed 
about how to take care of it, how large it 
will grow, what it eats, how long it will 
live and what special needs it will have.  
Animals should be planned for, not pur-
chased at a moments notice.   
If you’re wanting a new puppy, kitten, or 
other animal, purchase that animal from 
a reliable source.  Someone that is 
going to be there to help with prob-
lems, and is willing to guarantee 
that animal on health.  The Humane 
Society or Petland is the best place 
to get a new dog or cat, but if you’re 
dealing with an individual make 
sure they are reputable.  Ask to see 
the parent dogs, see the kennel, have 
them produce the registration paper-
work on any purebreds.  Ask to see 
the vet and shot records.  Always 
get a health guarantee in writing that 
will allow you to return the animal 
if it is unhealthy.  If the breeder 
does not have these things, or won’ t 
show you certain areas of the facil-
ity, RUN away!!  Do not allow that 
“cute puppy”  to convince you that 

Purchasing animals, particularly pup-
pies and kittens, at flea markets and 
trade days is a very risky proposition.  
Lately we’ve heard about several 
“puppy mills”  being shut down by the 
SPCA and the deplorable conditions in 
which the animals were kept.  The 
number one location where these peo-
ple sell their animals is at a flea market.  
They certainly don’ t want anyone to 
come to their home and see these dogs’  
conditions and they also don’ t want 
you to be able to find them when things 
go wrong.  And they will go wrong! 
These animal breeders do not care for 
their adult dogs or the puppies that they 
produce.  Their goal is to spend as little 
money as possible and sell for as much 
as they can get.  They do not provide 
vet care, proper food, flea & tick pre-
vention, proper vaccinations, or even 
exercise for these animals.  They are 
therefore not going to produce healthy 
puppies.  The breeder gives them a bath 
and shines up their coats for sale day; 
once you get them home, it’s another 
story.  There will likely be a host of 
health problems you and your veteri-
narian will have to deal with.  Of 
course that breeder is gone, and you 
have no place to complain or return the 
puppy.  Just a really large vet bill to 
pay.   
“But I felt sorry for those cute little 
puppies, and I just couldn’ t leave them 
there!”    
That is what we hear a lot.  Just re-
member, you are rewarding these 
puppy mill breeders by giving them 
your money.  Yes, you may save one 
puppy, but how many more dogs suffer 
from cruel conditions because you en-
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everything is OK.  If they are hiding 
something it is for a reason.  There are 
many good, reputable breeders out there 
that love their dogs and puppies like chil-
dren.  Those people can’ t wait to show 
you everything and want to give you 
health guarantees.  They’ ll probably even 
call to check on the puppy after you take 
it home!  Deal with these people, not the 
ones hiding things. 
Just remember, where you get your ani-
mal is just as important as what animal 
you get.  Nothing can break your heart 
more than when your puppy gets sick or 
worse yet dies only a few days after tak-
ing it home.  Yes, any animal can be-
come ill, but if you are purchasing them 
from a good shelter, pet store, or individ-
ual that stands behind them, the chances 
of problems arising are a lot less.  No 
matter who you purchase your new pet 
from, get it to your veterinarian as soon 
as possible.  Problems caught early are 

usually easily 
fixed and a 
lot less stress-
ful on every-
one involved.  
Being an in-
formed con-
sumer, asking 
the right 
questions and 
insisting on 
answers will 
make sure 
every animal 
we adopt is 
healthy and 
happy.
