As I sit at my computer waiting for 
those words of wisdom to appear in my 
head for this section of Paws and Claws, 
I continue to think about the ranges of 
emotions each of us who works at our 
animal shelter experience each day.  
The joy of finding a good home for the 
dog or cat that has been at our shelter 
far too long or the feelings of happiness 
when we hear from someone who 
adopted an animal from our shelter that 
turned out to be the best pet they ever 
had. There is the sadness brought on by 
the necessary and humane euthanasia of 
an old Chihuahua found wandering the 
streets of Tyler weak, frail and blind.  
We called him Old Man while he was 
here.  Where was his owner - he wore 
no collar or tag - no one ever called in 
an attempt to find him.  We asked our-

selves, how can that be?  Sadly, it hap-
pens every day.  I choke back the tears 
and say a prayer for him.  Each of us 
struggles to understand how someone 
could bring a companion animal to our 
shelter because they were digging in the 
back yard or because the new puppy had 
too much energy!  We fight back the 
feelings of anger as one more litter of 
unwanted puppies is brought to our 
shelter because an irresponsible pet 
owner did 
not have the 
mother 
spayed.  
How do you 
tactfully re-
spond to the 
call from the 
owner of a 
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female dog who explains when his fe-
male dog is in heat, he chains her up so 
she won©t get pregnant?  Our hearts are 
ripped out when people make the com-
ment "I couldn©t work at the animal shel-
ter, I love animals too much.”   How long 
did it take to teach people not to litter 
Texas highways?  How long will it take 
us to educate people about the impor-
tance of being a responsible pet owner, 
including the dire need to spay and neu-

ter all companion animals?  
Too long, I©m afraid.

The Texas Board of Health February 27th, 
2003 approved rules that will permit dogs 
and cats to be vaccinated against rabies 
every three years instead of annually.  
Under the new requirements, dogs and cats 
should be vaccinated at 4 months of age, 
receive a booster vaccination 12 months 
later and every three years thereafter.  
Pet owners and their veterinarians may

choose more frequent vaccinations.  
TDH officials stressed that the 
change from annual to triennial does 
not lessen the importance 
of having pets vaccinated 
against rabies.  
The new statewide rules 
become effective in 
March.

The flea is a hardy adversary with a 
lifespan of 6-12 months.   During that 
time, a pair of fleas can produce mil-
lions of offspring.  They can also jump 
up to 3 feet.  This is equivalent to a hu-
man jumping over the 
Washington Monument!! 
 
The flea spends most of 
its adult life on your pet.  The immature 
stages live in the environment—your 
house or yard.  The adult female lays 
eggs on the animal.  These eggs fall off 
as the pet moves about and the eggs 
then hatch.  Eventually, they will de-
velop into hungry adult fleas.  The life 
cycle of a flea is three to four weeks, so 
it will take at least that long to com-

pletely rid your pet and its environment 
of this enemy.   
 
Fleas can irritate your pet by constantly 
moving around and biting him or her.  
This may induce severe scratching.  
Some animals develop allergies to flea 
bites, which make the itching even 
worse.  The constant irritation to the 
skin often leads to skin infections.  Be 
sure to check your pet thoroughly if he 
or she is scratching and biting itself. 
 
In the last couple of years, the flea-
fighting picture has changed dramati-
cally.  New products such as Advan-
tage and Frontline are a real improve-
ment over the traditional flea treat-

ments and dips.  These 
once-a-month prod-
ucts are “adulticides”  
in that they kill adults 
fleas before they have 
a chance to reproduce.  
The product, Program, 
is an insect growth 
regulator that inhibits 
flea egg productions.  
This product does not 
kill adult fleas, but 

will prevent immature fleas from ma-
turing into adults.  These treatments are 
available only from your veterinarian.  
With any product, especially over the 
counter items, remember to check the 
label; some may be effective for dogs, 
but toxic to cats!   

 
If you already have a flea infestation, 
you may need to also treat the environ-
ment (house and yard) in addition to 
your pet.  This may include vacuuming 
and premise sprays.   Be sure to consult 
with your veterinarian before imple-
menting any flea control program to 
verify the safety of the products you are 
using for your particular pet. 
 
Remember, fleas multiply rapidly, so 
you must be diligent in prevention and 
treatment of these hardy foes.  It may 
take several treatments in order to 
break the life 
cycle of the 
fleas since the 
eggs are so re-
sistant to flea 
control prod-
ucts.

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If you live within the city limits of Ty-
ler, you undoubtedly have seen the 
white trucks of Tyler Animal Control 
patrolling the streets of Tyler.  This is a 
service provided by the city. 
These courteous Animal Control 
Officers are available to serve 
the citizens of Tyler in any 
situation in which animals are 
involved.  It©s an insult to call 
these trained professionals 
‘dogcatchers’  - their responsibilities are 
varied and include much more than 
catching dogs and cats.  They also trap 
skunks, raccoons and  other wild ani-
mals that become a nuisance in the city. 
These Animal Control Officers enforce 
the leash laws and the rabies laws.  Ad-
ditionally, they investigate complaints 
of animal cruelty and can be alerted to 
keep an eye out for a lost pet.  Animal 
Control Officers who rescue pets found 
dangerously running loose rarely re-
ceive a word of thanks from pet owners 
whose pets are picked up and brought 
to the Humane Society©s animal shelter

“Friends of the Friendless”  is what they 
are known as in the cat circles. Feral 
cats are everywhere, but most don’ t see 
them or choose to turn a 
blind eye to these cats. 

What is a feral cat? Where 
do they come from? Feral 
cats are wild cats that you 
see at night in parking lots eating trash, 
bugs and around dumpsters behind 
shopping centers. Some of these were 
once “owned”  cats who have been 
turned out to the streets. Apartments 
have lots of feral cats and the problem is 
only growing as people become more 
mobile and believe that cats were once 
wild and they can survive on their own 
in the wild. This isn’ t true, these cats 
need our help to survive. They are sub-
ject to inbreeding and diseases if left on 
their own.  

In a colony, feral cats can quickly multi-
ply with only 2 cats and their offspring, 

producing 420,000 cats in only seven 
years.  

Barn Buddies is a program that is grow-
ing across the 
country help-
ing these cats 
in population 
control with 

Trap-Neuter-Return. What volunteers or 
caregivers do is trap these cats, have 
them sterilized for $10 through Snip-Pets 
volunteers, and return them to where 
they were caught. If the place where they 
were caught is unsafe then they are relo-
cated to safe areas.  

Snip-Pets volunteers help match people 
to cats who are wanting cats for their 
barns or country homes. They can be 
adopted for $10 to help cover the cost of 
getting them sterilized and vaccinated.  
Over time, sterilized cat colonies will 
disappear as they are no longer able to 
reproduce.   

This pro-
gram gives 
feral cats 
living in 
unsafe ar-
eas a sec-
ond chance 
when country homes become available. 
Cats are excellent hunters and will keep 
a country home free of snakes, vermin, 
and rodents as long as they have access 
to food and water.
