When you visit our animal shelter, 
chances are once you enter the dog  
kennels you©ll be greeted by a big 
smile from Rose Skelton.

             Do you remember the mixed 
emotions that surrounded our emer-
gence into this new century?  For 
me it©s difficult to believe that soon 
we will be changing our calendars to 
the year 2003.  I look back at the 
battles fought and won, the material 
things accomplished and I am proud 
of those.  At the same time I am 
deeply saddened by the stark reali-
zation that our local animal shelter 
and shelters around this country 
continue to receive millions of un-
wanted companion animals each 
year and that there are not enough 
homes for all of them. 
             I hope each of you share my 
passion for helping animals, which 
are the most defenseless and vulner-
able among us.  Animals in our soci-
ety are treated as if they have no in-
terests and are objects to be dis-
carded at whim.  The suffering 
caused by this callous disregard is 
the reason why we must devote time 
and energy to helping those who 
can©t help themselves.  Humans are 
the ones who domesticated animals 
in the first place; we have an obliga-
tion to ensure their well being.  
Won©t you please join me in the bat-

tle to end abuse, neglect, abandon-
ment and disregard for God©s crea-
tures.   
             The Humane Society of 
Smith County has an animal shelter 
to be proud of.  We receive and 
process approximately 1,000 ani-
mals a month.  There are many goals 
our organization hopes to accom-
plish in the near 
future, and we 
need your support 
whether it©s finan-
cial support or as a 
volunteer.  Long-
range goals in-
clude the renovation and expansion 
of our current facility, which is ap-
proximately 40 years old.  We cur-
rently have one adoption kennel 
which allows us to have 24 dogs 
available for adoption, which is very 
inadequate.  We could save many 
more lives if we had at least one 
more adoption kennel.  Additionally, 
we have established a formal volun-
teer program with the hope of using 
those volunteers in an educational 
program to teach responsible pet 
ownership including the critical 
need to spay and neuter all pets.  
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             The Humane Society of 
Smith County is currently in the 
process of updating and formalizing 
our member roster.  I encourage you 
to renew your membership with our 
organization if you have not already 
done so.  Members who do not renew 
in 2002 will be deleted from our 
membership roster and will no longer 

receive our Paws 
and Claws newslet-
ter or other mail-
ings.  We must do 
this in an effort to 
determine what our 
membership num-

bers are.  Won©t you please renew 
your membership for 2003.  We need 
you to be part of our animal welfare 
organization and the animals need 
you, too. 
             One final word…Mahatma 
Gandhi said that the greatness of a 
nation and its moral progress can be 
judged by the way it treats its ani-
mals.  If a community can©t properly 
care for its animal friends, there©s not 
much hope for the moral progress of 
its two-legged 
inhabitants.            

very clear that retirement is no op-
tion for her.   
Rose prefers country life and starts 
each day by feeding a large colony 
of feral cats that know  when it©s 
time for breakfast.   
In addition to caring for the dogs at 
the animal shelter, Rose loves "her 
babies" many of which came from 
the animal shelter.  These babies 
were dogs the animal shelter was 
unable to place that now receive 
Rose©s love.  

I hope each of you share my 
passion for helping animals, 
which are the most defenseless 
and vulnerable among us. 
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             In order to get to where you 
want, you must establish a goal, a tar-
get. No matter how enormous it may 
seem. As I look at the goals estab-
lished for 2002, they are both exciting 
and overwhelming. The long term 
strategic goal of renovating/
redesigning the Animal Shel-
ter is one such goal.  
             The Humane Society 
of Smith County (HSOSC) 
Animal Shelter was  estab-
lished in 1963 by concerned citizens 
of Smith County. The forty-year-old 
original structure  remains virtually 
unchanged other than paint, concrete 
and general  maintenance. The shelter 
now serves a human population of 
174,706 in Smith County and an ani-
mal population of 11,000 (based on 
2001 - 02 data) As the Shelter needs 
have grown, so have the needs for up-
dated space, and services to better 
meet the demands of the unwanted  
animal population. 
             The Shelter staff and HSOSC 
Board recently identified a 
“ renovation wish list” . High priority 
items include:  
1). A separate receiving and adoption 
entrance: The separation of animals 
going to new homes and those being 
surrendered will reduce the possibility 
of contamination and will create a 
better experience for animals, custom-
ers and staff. 

2). Get acquainted area: This area 
would allow adopters to have a pri-
vate area to get to know the animal 
to see how it responds before they 
get home.  
3). Exam Room: A separate room 

where the animal can be examined 
and vaccinations may be adminis-
tered.  
4). Learning Center/Education 
Room: A multi-purpose area ideal 
for educating adopters, guest/school 
groups, volunteer, and staff.   
5). Additional/Friendlier Parking: 
Customer parking is currently lim-
ited with only four cus-
tomer spaces at the front. 
The goal is to double 
customer parking, estab-
lish staff parking and 
have a separate drive for 
Animal Control Ser-
vices.  
             The Executive 
Director and Board are 
currently exploring 
other shelters to obtain 
a “visual picture”  of 
what the proposed new 

shelter may need for now and for fu-
ture animal services.  A site visit to the 
Dallas/McKinney SPCA occurred in 
September and consultation with other 
US animal shelters is upcoming.  
             This will be one of the largest 
single expenses ever incurred by the 
HSOSC. It will be a challenge and will 
require the support of all to make this a 
reality. Funding sources for this goal 
include monetary donations, fundrais-
ers, donation of service/goods, and 
possibly, grants.  A thank you to 
Kilgore and Co. and Fairhurst & Asso-
ciates for their pro bono surveying and 
architectural work in developing a 
master plan.  
             What an exciting and over-
whelming goal.  It is my hope that you 
will watch for and support the HSOSC 
Building Campaign in 2003.

In addition, these 
foods can cause 
many stomach ail-
ments including diar-
rhea, vomiting and 
even pancreatitis.

giving feast, dis-

card food scraps in a covered trashcan 
to avoid your pet digging the food out 
of the garbage.   
 
‘Tis the Season to Wreak Havoc 
Christmas is full of many wonderful 
decorations.  Unfortunately, many of 
these ornaments, plants, and other 
pretty adornments can pose significant 
health risks to your pets.  Be sure to 
keep poinsettas, mistletoe, and holly 
away from your cat or dog—these can 
be harmful if ingested.  Ornaments (and 
their hooks), ribbons, icicles, and string 
can cause serious digestive problems, 
including intestinal obstruction.  Flock-
ing substances may also be poisonous 
if eaten.  Even drinking water from the 
Christmas tree base is enough to lead to 
diarrhea, mouth sores, vomiting and 
loss of appetite.

Cats who have experienced 
the outdoors will need some time to 
get used to an upgraded indoor 
status, but eventually they will learn 
to relax and enjoy the comforts of 
home.

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             On September 30, 2002, 
which was the last day of the 2002 
contract for animal sheltering ser-
vices with the Humane Society of 
Smith County, the Smith County 
Commissioner©s Court reluctantly 
agreed to contract terms for the 
2003 contract.  Approximately two 
weeks prior to that, Humane Soci-
ety officials learned that the Com-
missioner©s Court had not approved 
the requested increase in the pro-
posed contract.  Humane Society 
officials at that time announced that 
without the requested increase, the 
animal shelter would no longer ac-
cept animals picked up by Smith 
County Animal Control Officers at 

the end of the current contract.  It 
was also announced that effective 
October 1 the animal shelter would 
be forced to charge residents of 
Smith County a fee to surrender an 
animal to offset the funding refused 
by the Smith County Commis-
sioner©s contract.   Smith County 
residents voiced their disapproval 
of the Commissioner©s Court deci-
sion not to pay the Humane Society 
the necessary funds 
forcing Commission-
ers to take a second 
look at their original 
decision  
             The Board of 
Directors of the Hu-

mane Society of Smith County 
would like to express its apprecia-
tion to the residents of Smith 
County who supported our organi-
zation during this time.  All of the 
additional funding from the City of 
Tyler and Smith County will be 
used to provide continued care for 
the thousands of unwanted animals 
that are placed in our care each 
year.

Most dogs do come straight off the 
track to the rescue groups, but some 
are rescued from shelters. Grey-
hounds Unlimited feel they are bet-
ter suited to place the breed since 
they are in their area of expertise.

Well if you are a Grey-
hound who is fortunate enough to 
be adopted by Greyhound rescue 
then you will live out your days on 
a couch somewhere in America.  

Greyhounds Unlimited is a group in 
Texas who find homes for retired 
racing Greyhounds. The ugly fact is 
over 30,000 are breed each year and 
only 18,000 find homes. Denise 
Saleh is a local volunteer for Grey-
hounds Unlimited, she has been at 
Pets in the Park and Petsmart edu-
cating the public about Greyhounds. 

The Greyhounds temperament is 
mild and they are overall couch po-
tatoes. They are great with children 
and despite some beliefs some are 
cat friendly. They are only adopted 
as house dogs because of two rea-
sons; the small amount of body fat 
makes them very poorly insulated 
against hot and cold weather, and 
second they prefer close human

The truth is this 
thinking only contributes to the mil-
lions of unwanted pets euthanized 
in this country each year.  

      Neutering reduces the urge to 
roam and fight, and thus lowers 
chances of disease transmission and 
wounds. Call the HSOSC for more 
details about the volunteers. There 
are programs out there that assist 
low income families 
needing assistance to 
cover the costs of 
spay/neuter.
